Though we might be fooled into thinking money helps in life, it will certainly 
fail us in death.  Conversely, that which seems to offer little help in life will never fail us in death.  The best example of this 
is the gospel.  Those who hear and heed the Scriptures often appear to receive little benefit in life.  Living by God’s Word 
doesn’t make life easier.  In fact, faithfully following Christ often means a more challenging life, one filled with crosses and 
self-denial.  Great wealth gains you the admiration and respect of the world.  Being true to Scripture is more likely to gain 
you scorn and ridicule.  Yet those who find the help they need in God rather than in money will never be disappointed.  In 
death they will receive a reward that dwarfs even the best things money can buy.
